ABOUT THE PRIMARY CARE CENTERS
The organization Bra Liv is characteri-
zed by consideration and health care 
for everyone. There are 33 primary 
care centers in the region.
The primary care centres are modern 
and well equipped. A primary care 
centre has approximately 20‐40 
employees, including family doctors, 
nurses, physiotherapists, laboratory 
staff and assistants. There is a close 
collaboration with the hospitals in the 
region.

Main responsibilities and expectations
• The Primary Care is looking for family doctors to work in Gislaved, Vetlanda, 
Smålandsstenar, among other towns in Jönköping Region.
• You will meet patients of all ages.
• You will be involved in tutoring of students and resident doctors.
• You will work in a multidisciplinary team.

What’s expected of you
• At least 1-2 years of experience as a specialist doctor. 
• To be flexible, empathic and interested in tutoring others. 
• During the first four months, you will have an introduction at Nässjö education 
center three days a week, spend one day at your primary care center and 
another one learning about the Swedish health care system. 
• After one year at your primary care center, you will have approximately five 
months of work at different clinics at the hospital to get to know the inpatient 
care. It is estimated that you will be fully introduced to the work in Sweden after 
approximately two years and will then take full responsibility at the primary care 
center.

Salary and Conditions
• During introduction without a license: 51.500 SEK, considerable raise after 
license and introduction (6 months later). 
• You will work Monday – Friday, 40 hours/week. Approx. 1 duty per four 
weeks.

Region Jönköping County in southern central Sweden has a population of 
360.000. About one quarter of the county population lives in the combi-
ned Jönköping-Huskvarna urban area around the southern point of lake 
Vättern. The region is strategically located in southern Sweden and is easy 
accessible by plane, bus, train or car. 

The 13 municipalities of the Region work collaboratively to create solid 
ground for personal and business growth. The vision is that everyone 
should be able to enjoy a good life in the attractive region. The engine 
driving the development is a strong private business sector. The region 
has a long history of small enterprises and the business community is 
characterized by its spirit of cooperation, innovation, endurance and often 
a large dose of courage. Region Jönköping has one of the lowest unemplo-
yment figures and one of the lowest rates of illness-related absenteeism 
in Sweden.

Region Jönköping County has three emergency hospitals which are 
located in Eksjö, Jönköping and Värnamo and 33 Primary Health Care 
Centers located all over the region.
